	Bings Road has been monitored, no significant problems. Elnor Lane being used as a quiet road, is not feasible, due to experiments in the past having been unsuccessful.
Community speedwatch has been deemed a success, with more people becoming involved. Concerns were raised about speeding cars on Whaley Lane, community speedwatch to also monitor this area.

Action: SNT to enquire about CREST to cover this area and collate figures from speedwatch. Also to enquire re improve signage on road and possibility of matrix signs, such as the ones being put up on A6 Furness Vale.

Cllr Winter explained size of speed humps on Whaley Lane.

Though this continues as an issue it will no longer be a priority.

	Parking
	Conerns continue re the parking outside the Co Op and cash machine. Police explained limited powers re double yellow parking. County Council aware of the problem and though state it is unlikely that railings are suitable (due to width of pavement) it will be reviewed by them There have been a reduction of complaints with this and it remains an area to be monitored but will not continue as a priority.

Action: SNT to collate information from parking enforcement officers as to how often they attend the area and when.

	Youths continue to congregate on Market Street and the railway car park, predominantly on Friday nights. Calls for service continue. Explained that most youths are not commiting any offences but that there are a minority who cause disorder. Abc given on one known ringleader, which has been a success. Intelligence has identified older youths who purchase alcohol for underage youths. They have been advised.
Introduction of Alco-blows has been a success as has the diversionary tactic of holding a disco for the youths. Another one is to be planned, possibly in February, in partnership with the youth service. This is to continue as a priority.
